Microsoft Windows XP is equipped with tremendous amounts of helpers, themes, wizards and other more or less useless gadgets. We think that a lot of users have switched to classic mode or have modified the look and feel of the user interface in a significant way. As a consequence we do provide only a minimum of screenshots in this documentation (avoiding a waste  of paper and bandwidth  ;-), hoping that this text contains sufficient information to set up Zope and Silva successfully.

This HowTo describes a plain vanilla installation of Zope and Silva on Windows XP Professional. The way this is done should work on Windows 2000 Workstation and Windows 2000 Server too. 

Check the setup of your machine

It is assumed that you have Administrator privileges. All programs used, are in binary format, no additional compiler is needed. A directory “c:\win32app” is chosen to install Python and Zope (default for most Windows programs is “%SYSTEMDISK%:\Program Files”, but it makes life easier in some cases to avoid spaces in the pathname.

Get the necessary Files

You will find all files you need by following the links mentioned on the infrae website: http://www.infrae.com/products/silva (see "Download")

PLEASE NOTE: you MUST choose the version for Python 2.1.x

Finally you should have these files on your disk:

Zope-2.5.1-win32-x86.exe
Install Python

We will not use the Python interpreter that comes already with Zope, because the PyXML installer will not recognize it. It would be possible to add the necessary keys to the Windows registry, but the method described here is easier to set up more flexible. 

1. Double-click “Python-2.1.3.exe”

2. Choose "C:\win32app\Python21" as the destination directory – click "Next"

3. "Backup Replaced Files" – "Yes" – "Next"

4. "Select Components" – take them all – "Next"

5. Click through the rest of the screens

6. After the Python installation is completed, open a command prompt window.

7. Type "c:\win32app\python21\python" to start the Python interpreter.

8. Stop the Python interpreter by typing "Ctrl+D" or by closing the command prompt window   

Install PyXML

1. Double-click “PyXML-0.8.1.win32-py2.1.exe”

2. Select "Python 2.1" as the Python installation to use

Install Zope

1. Double-click “Zope-2.5.1-win32-x86.exe”

2. Accept the usual licence and copyright stuff …

3. Select a nice name for your site: "Silva" for example

4. Select "c:\win32app\Silva_090" as the destination directory

5. Select username/password for the site administrator and do not forget it (
6. Choose "Run the server manually" – this is the recommended option for a test and development environement.

7. The installation process will run some scripts now – after a few seconds (depending on the speed of your machine) Zope is ready for takeoff.

Modify the Zope startup script

1. Click the start.bat icon with the right mouse button and select “Edit”

2. Change the line:
"C:\win32app\Silva_090\bin\python.exe" "C:\win32app\Silva_090\z2.py" -D %1 %2 %3 %4 %5 %6 %7 %8 %9"
to
"C:\win32app\Python21\bin\python.exe" "C:\win32app\Python21\z2.py" -D %1 %2 %3 %4 %5 %6 %7 %8 %9"
3. Save your changes.

4. Start the Zope server by double clicking “start.bat”

Login as Administrator by pointing your browser to: http://localhost:8080/manage
Instead of “localhost” you might also use the hostname or the IP adress of your machine. Type in the username and password you defined before.

If you get the Zope Management Interface, it is time to have a coffee or a beer ;-)
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Install the Zope products needed to run Silva

We will do that step for step – the expert may say that its possible to do everything in one step, but you are in trouble if something goes wrong and your Zope guru is on holidays.

Install Parsed XML.

1. Stop the Zope server by closing the command window.

2. Unzip “ParsedXML-1-3-1.tgz”

3. There is a directory “ParsedXML” inside the Zip archive.

4. Move or unzip this directory inside “C:\Win32app\Silva_090\lib\python\Products”
It is extremely important to move it in the right place – so check twice !!!

5. Start the Zope server again, by double-clicking “start.bat”

6. There should be no error messages during the startup and you should see a new item in the list of installed products (Control Panel -> Product Management).

Install the required product

Unzip the files "ExtFile", "FileSystemSite", "Formulator", "Silva" and “XMLWidgets” and repeat the steps described above.

Finally all these products should show up in the Product Management Screen of the Zope Management Interface (ZMI).

Create the Silva Root

1. Login to the Zope server as administrator (http://localhost:8080/manage).

2. Select "Silva Root" from "Select type to add…" and click "Add"

3. Type in a name of choice ("Silva" for example) for "Id" and "Title" and click "Add"

4. You will see now a new icon in your list of objects

Try out your brand new Silva site at http://localhost:8080/Silva
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Import the Silva Demo site

1. Move the file “Silva-0.9_demo.zexp” into “C:\Win32app\Silva_090\import”. 

2. Login to the Zope server as administrator.

3. In the “Silva” folder click the “Import/Export” to import the demo:

4. Try out the demo by pointing the browser to:
http://localhost:8080/Silva/demo
If you see this, you might have another coffee or one more beer (
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Set up the Silva users

1. Point the browser to http://localhost:8080/Silva/manage and login als Administrator. 

2. Change to the "Silva" folder.

3. Add a "User Folder" (using the "Select type to add"- menu)

4. Set up some user with appropriate roles (Author,Editor,Chiefeditor,Manager,Reader)

Start the Silva Management Interface

Point your browser to: http://localhost:8080/Silva/demo/edit
Log in as a user defined in the step before (restart your browser first, to be sure that you are logged out)
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Congratulations, you have sucessfully installed Zope and Silva on your machine!
